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INTRODUCTION
The coastal belts of India are the hub of economic growth and technical progress, Jamnagar District is one of the busiest among them. Moreover it is the fortunate to have a district with triple blessings: Mangroves, Coral reefs and Bird Sanctuary. It has the Marine National Park and Sanctuary (MNP&S), a reservoir of ecological wealth and yet hosts a number of industries particularly between Vadinar and Sikka. Inundated by temperamental seawaters twice a day, the Marine National Park is a very fragile eco-system, which supports an amazing marine life and biodiversity. But the real challenge is how to have the industrialization that is in harmony with natural ecosystem. It is possible only by joining hands and discussing it from a common platform. This is a crucial time to ensure the marine ecosystem which is the treasure of ecological assets of the country be part of the framework in the protection, conservation and most important the development of the coastal areas. This requires combined efforts of all the concerned parties i.e. the government, big and especially small industries, municipality, NGOs, local communities etc. The existing long-term ecosystem research and monitoring programs by reputed institutions in Gujarat and elsewhere form an excellent working baseline to start from. 

Integrated Research for Action and Development (IRADe), in New Delhi (www.irade.org) is currently undertaking a project on the Ecosystem Management of the Marine National Park, Jamnagar by the Ministry of Environment and Forests, Government of India.  Through multi-stakeholders consultation, are collectively addressed long-term ecological and environmental concerns of this biodiversity-rich area. Keeping in view the rapid industrialization and other developments in the area, the concerned parties are required to have their development and management plan in a sustainable manner. 
GOAL OF THE WORKSHOP
The final workshop, through process of dialogue and sharing  the most suitable practices of Marine National Park conservation in harmony with industrial development will be identified. It will also highlight the interventions needed from different parties to ensure that those practices from holistic and multidisciplinary analysis and processes are mainstreamed. The main purpose is to finalise recommendations emerged from the study and consultation among.
OBJECTIVES

The purpose of this final workshop is to mainly discuss with all concerned parties about the steps needed for preservation of Marine National Park. It is also to discuss the works that have been done so far on the subject and how to go ahead further in minimizing adverse impacts on the marine ecosystem.

· Garnering support from the sector including industries, port and shipping and municipalities for conservation of the biodiversity of the coastal region including the flora and fauna.

· Framing implementation plans for blending the economic and control measures for conservation of Marine biodiversity.
